The Chair called the meeting to order at 7:27 P.M. by stating that in accordance with the provisions of the Ethics Law of the Town of Orchard Park it is incumbent upon any Architectural Overlay District Board member with a financial or business relationship with any petitioner coming before this Board to disclose this relationship and, if warranted, to recuse him or herself from any matter involving the petitioner. A.O.D. File #37-14, 4596 & 4968 Chestnut Ridge Road, Miranda Holdings, Zoned B-2. Seeking Architectural Overlay District Committee review and approval of submitted elevation plan for a 2,000-sq.ft. Tim Horton’s Restaurant with a drive-thru, and a 1,232-sq.ft. retail area with associated parking.

Mr. Sutton presented and explained the architectural features for the proposed Tim Horton’s.  This is not a “typical” style of a Tim Horton’s franchise therefore, special approval was obtained for this building to be built. The building will have several color schemes, a mansard roof to assist with screening the mechanicals, Hardie Board in a wood color, Goose Neck light fixtures, a 3-ft. over hang, and fabric awnings. 

The members reviewed the presented plan and had the following comments, along with a sketch of what they would like changed:

⦁
Mrs. Ackerman discussed the look of the building and the need to break-it-up a bit.  She would like the Petitioner to use “Hardieplank Beaded Clap Board”.  
⦁
Chairman Jaeger feels brick should be used to compliment the Hardie Board siding, and requests that the tile areas be changed-out to “Variegated Red Brick, Water Table type”.  He further discussed where the brick should be placed.    
⦁
This is a residential area, and the members do not support the use of “Goose Neck” light fixtures.  They feel “Lantern style” light fixtures should be used at the three entranceway doors into the building, along with recessed lights (concealed soffit lighting) to wash the walls with light. The members discussed where to place the lantern lights at the site. The petitioner will send cut-sheets and perhaps two samples of lanterns to choose from.  The fabric awnings, as an architectural feature, are nice, and they will be highlighted with the soffit lighting.
⦁
They suggest Mr. Sutton visit Quaker Crossing Plaza to view the “Home Goods” building elevation, along with its light fixtures and doors. 
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⦁
The members would like the dumpster area, located on the north side of the building, to blend into the site by matching it to the building.  Please review the plan and see if the dumpster can be located out of view from the roadway. 
⦁
Please add more depth to the aluminum stand-alone-windows to profile them, as discussed.  
⦁
There is a problem with the drive-through and pick-up trucks traveling in the drive-thru lane; they cannot make it through here.

Mr. Bernard made a MOTION, seconded by Mr. Jaeger, to TABLE this review.

A.O.D. File #05-19, 4109 North Buffalo Road Zoned B-3.  Requesting Architectural Overlay District Committee review and approval of submitted Elevation Plan.  Note:  A setback Variance was Granted by the Zoning Board of Appeals on 5/21/19.

APPEARANCE:  Mr. Michael Lukaszewski, Bammel Architects


Mr. Lukaszewski explained that his client would like to construct an addition to the existing barn, and add a  10-ft. covered patio area with picnic tables.  The members reviewed the presented elevations.  They sketched- out and discussed what they would like to see, and the following was discussed:
⦁
Mr. Lukaszewski told the members that the barn is a huge “hodge-podge” of different sidings. The members discussed using Board and Batten on the addition creating large rectangles. They feel this choice will be more compatible with the existing traditional barn.  They would also like to have the Board and Batten installed vertically.
⦁
The members would like a sketch of the proposed 10-ft. covered area with the picnic table for employees.  

Mr. Lukaszewski stated that he will provide a drawing and that they most likely will use pavers with stone for the patio area.
⦁
Mr. Bernard questions if the size of a support post in the plan is adequate.  
Mr. Lukaszewski provided the members with its dimensions, noting that the column base is 12” x 12”.
⦁
It was suggested to have a lantern on either side of the entranceway, an insulated metal roof, and lights to enhance the look of the site; perhaps even a new cupola.  
⦁
Mr. Lukaszewski will return with color elevations of what the Board and Batten, on the different elevations will look like.  

Mr. Bernard made a MOTION, seconded by Mrs. Ackerman, to TABLE the review of this request.
