Mr. Wood presented and explained the proposed Landscaping Plan for Phase 2 to the Board members.  He feels the plan meets the Town requirements.  

Mr. Orffeo stated that he would like a full size plan submitted.  Mr. Wood agreed to submit this. 
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The Chairman invited, Town Resident, Judy Salerno to speak before the Board.  Mrs. Salerno explained to the Board that the lighting put in for Phase 1 is too bright from this site, as it shines onto her property.  In addition, when the truck empties the dumpster it shakes her house and is extremely loud.  She and her neighbors are looking for relief from these nuisance issues. She noted that she had shared a video with the Planning Office that showed the intensity of what she is describing. This video will be shared with the Conservation Board members.

Chairman Schechter explained to Mrs. Salerno that the items she mentioned are not within their purview.  He advised her to reach-out to the Planning Board, which meets the second Thursday of each month. 


Mr. Orffeo would like to compile the issues the neighbors have.  He will share this with the Conservation Board and the Planning Board members.  


Mr. Schichtel stated that he would like the presented plan to have additional trees. 


Mr. Ward noted that they need to elevate the ball, and not plant them too deep.
